Enrollees must possess basic knowledge, skills, and understanding ability that is required of someone who has
graduated from a medicine and life sciences-related university/college.

@ Thinking/Judging/Expressive Abilities
Enrollees must have the abilities to examine various events and issues related to medicine and life sciences based
on their own logical thinking and judgment, as well as the expressive ability to explain and discuss their
perceptions.

(@ Research/Application Abilities
Enrollees must have the abilities to extract, explore, and derive solutions regarding topics related to medicine and
life sciences, and apply the research skills gained therefrom.

@ Inquisitive Mind/Motivation
Enrollees must have high aspiration and an inquisitive mindset to actively engage with the fields of medicine and
life sciences.

(® Ethical Values/Social Responsibility
Enrollees must possess a high level of research and life ethics, and social responsibility, as expected of those
engaged in research in medicine and life sciences.

<{>Basic Policy for Admission Selection
OGeneral Selection

The English language proficiency test and academic transcripts are used to evaluate the applicant's ability to
understand information from international sources, basic academic skills, and specialized knowledge in the fields of
life sciences and medicine, which are necessary for graduate studies. Moreover, these factors help us to evaluate the
applicant’s ability to think and express thoughts based on scientific evidence. The applicant's knowledge of their
specialty and willingness to learn about the development of medicine are evaluated through written or oral
examinations in the applicant's field of specialization. During the interview, we comprehensively evaluate the
aforementioned academic ability, as well as qualities (D to (6. In particular, we will directly inquire about the
applicant's motivation, contribution to the development of medicine, medical care, social welfare, sense of ethics,
awareness of international issues, and possession of a research theme.
OSpecial Selection for Working Adults

This selection is conducted in a manner similar to the general selection; however, the special selection for working
adults is intended for applicants who are qualified to complete the graduate school entrance examination and have
work experience in government, public offices, educational institutions, hospitals, or companies. In addition to the
examination conducted for the General Selection criteria, we will select applicants by focusing on their work
experience, research experience, and research achievements at medical institutions, as well as an interview. We will
evaluate whether the applicant has the ability to conduct research and practice based on their practical work
experience, thinking ability, inquisitive mindset, and social skills.
OSpecial Quota for Rare Sugar Research Program

In order to promote research on rare sugars (sugars that exist only in trace amounts in the natural world), which is
the mission of Kagawa University, this special program aims to secure excellent students who are interested in such
research and foster researchers specializing in this research field. Enrollees may apply for this Special Quota
simultaneously with the regular entrance examination (General Selection and Special Selection for Working People).

The purpose of the Research on Rare Sugar special quota in the Graduate School of Medicine is to ensure the
enrollment of excellent students who wish to participate in Research on Rare Sugar and train as Researchers to
ensure further development of the Rare Sugar research mission at Kagawa University.

(Application)
Candidates who apply to the Research on Rare Sugar special quote can apply to major in Medicine
simultaneously (General Selection or Special Selection for Working Adult Applicants, including overseas
applicants)

2 Eligibility
(1) General Selection

(1) Aspirants who have completed a university degree in medicine or dentistry, or a 6-year course in
pharmaceutical science or veterinary medicine, as well as those who expect to complete the mentioned
courses by the end of March, 2027, can apply to this course.

(2) Aspirants who have completed 18 years of education overseas or expect to complete the same by the end
of March, 2027, can apply to this course (Final course of study must be in medicine, dentistry, pharmaceutical
science, or veterinary medicine).

(3) Aspirants who have completed a course of study in Japan by correspondence from an overseas university,
through which they would complete 18 years of education overseas, and those who expect to complete the
same by the end of March, 2027, can apply to this course (Final course of study must be in medicine, dentistry,
pharmaceutical science, or veterinary medicine).

(4) Aspirants who have received a bachelor's degree from an overseas university in Japan, (only those who
have completed the equivalent of 18 years of education overseas, and the final course of study must be in
medicine, dentistry, pharmaceutical science, or veterinary medicine), which has been recognized as an
educational institution under the school education system of the country in question, and those who have
completed a course separately designated by The Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and
Technology in Japan, and those who expect to receive their bachelor's degree by the end of March, 2027, can
apply to this course.

(5) Aspirants who have completed a course comprising a curriculum in medicine, dentistry, pharmaceutical
science, or veterinary medicine and requiring more than five years for completion from an overseas
university, which has been recognized as an educational institution under the school education system of the
country in question can apply to this course. Aspirants who have completed a course that is separately
designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology in Japan, or those who
expect to receive a bachelor's degree by the end of March, 2027, can apply to this course.

(6) Aspirants who have been designated by the Minister of Education, Culture, Sports, Science and Technology
and those who are expected to be designated by March, 2027, can apply to this course. (*Note 1, *Note 3)
(7) Aspirants who are designated by Section 2, Article 102 of the School Education Act can apply to this course.

(*Note 2, Note 3)

Aspirants who have been admitted to another graduate school (with a curriculum comprising medicine,
dentistry, pharmaceutical science, or veterinary science) by Section 2, Article 102 of the School Education
Act, and have the academic skills to attend the Graduate School of Medicine, Kagawa University, can apply
to this course.
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(9) Aspirants who have academic skills equivalent to or more than that of university graduates determined by
the qualification screening and are older than 24 years of age, or will become 24 by the end of March, 2027,
can apply to this course. (*Note 3)
